


Installing a Main Highway Cats Eye Sensor

The internet enabled sensors which we provide are not in themselves difficult to create or install. However, providing a robust end-to-end solution across the internet that does what you want it to do requires a little more effort.  This sheet gives you an outline introduction to the questions that will need to be answered prior to any implementation.

1) How many sensors?   We need to know how many sensed data points you propose to gather data from and what type of data you want to gather

2) What pattern of sensors? If you have more than one sensor we need to know the pattern of data you are seeking to capture and hence the array that may be required. 

3) Distances to telephone points. To get data to the internet we provide either a wireless or fixed line link or a combination of both. In general, it is less expensive to connect your local sensor(s) to a standard internet connection in your locality rather than attempt to transmit radio signals long distances. 

4) The sensor environment. Our sensors can be put into enclosures that will survive most environments. However, damp, cold, heat, salt, and vibration all have to be taken into account when we design your installation.  We need to design both your sensor packaging and the link to the internet in such a way that it offers a robust 24/7 service. 

5) Available internet connectivity.  We can configure our sensor units to be "always on" or as a "store-and-forward" module.  Most on-line sensing is done as a data streaming application using always-on, but for a little extra cost we can store data at the sensor and then transmit it in batch form to a pre-set timed routine. 

6) Return loop requirements. Some sensor applications need an instant back-loop response to change a value or control at the sensor point.  We need to know if this is a requirement for the proposed application. 

7) Alert requirements. Sensor applications often demand an alert to be sent when a threshold or data value is detected. These alerts can be in the form of e-mail, text message, phone alert or other messaging method.  We need to configure these alerts on our system. 

Please think carefully about the above requirements. They allow us to develop the specification your require for best service. We are happy to discuss them with you further.
